	E.     EVACUATE

	1.     Long Term Evacuation

	Evacuation of students to an alternate location may be necessary and may occur at any time. Students and staff may be unable to return to the school building for hours and senior district management would like to avoid cancelling the school day when other alternatives are available.  School staff recognizes an evacuation disrupts and distracts the educational process and may also disrupt the normal environment at the evacuation destination.  The alternate evacuation location will be determined by school district administration in cooperation with school administration giving consideration to the estimated duration of the incident, weather, transportation availability, and other factors particular to the emergency.  Safety of students and staff will always be the primary consideration.
Every effort will be made to continue the educational process at the evacuation destination.  It is recognized students may be placed in a chaotic situation where they will be easily distracted, may be arrive at a location not conducive to study or learning, and may become unsettled if they are not engaged for long periods of time.  
Students, particularly secondary students, are familiar with Socratic seminars as part of school building literacy plans.  This structured environment gives students the opportunity to read, speak, reason, write and listen and should be familiar to the students.   Text, books, video, art, music, online materials, or other materials could be utilized and would require minimal advance preparation.  All teachers at this building will choose and include in their “grab and go” bags” access to materials that could be read aloud, shown, or be accessible to students, who would be gathered in small groups at an evacuation location (as the space and environment allows).  Teachers will lead Socratic-influenced seminars to occupy and engage students during the emergency.
